1169  Minutes 

 
The minutes of the meeting held on 6th May 2008 were approved.  There were no 
matters arising. 

Mr. Moore mentioned that Mrs. La Pensée found attending the BRP meetings 
in an afternoon inconvenient (item 1167) and offered to attend in her place.  Mrs. La 
Pensée thanked him and said she would contact the Co-ordinator Kerry Straw to put

She is working as a receptionist 
and would like a placement, preferably in a hotel, for 3 months during 
summer.  After discussing this, the Committee agreed that a paid placement is 
too difficult to arrange, especially at such short-notice. 

• Anna Finkmann – she will be attending South Hunsley School for 1 term from 
September and will stay with Mr. and Mrs. Revell. 

 
Mrs. La Pensée or Mrs. Vosseberg-Benson will send a proper application form to 
Steffen Tank for any enquiries from Stendal. 
  After much organising, the group of Hymers College students will be staying 
in the Staff House at the hospital in Lemgo.  Mrs. La Pensée suggested that the 
college become a member of the Association, similar to Molescroft Primary School.  
On the other hand, if the number of students wanting to go to Germany remains high, 
the college should arrange its own exchange programme in the future.

After arriving on Friday 10th, a trip to the fishing museum at Grimsby, 
followed by lunch and a trip around ‘Brigg Garden Centre’ is proposed.  Mrs. La 
Pensée mentioned that the Ropery museum on the South Bank would also be worth 
visiting.  It was suggested to have an evening meal at ‘The Altisidora’, Cherry 
Burton.  Saturday 11th will be spent around Beverley, possibly including a tour of the 
Treasure House or Minster.  A Supper Cub at the usual venue has been arranged for 
the evening meal.  The Committee were unsure what the itinerary would be for 
Sunday 12th.
